“The APS Board Policy Administrative Regulation IHA-R(1) was revised in October of 2014.  The policy addresses a variety of areas including, but not limited to, grading practices, grade reporting, and students in danger of not meeting academic expectations.  The revised regulation places a greater emphasis on mastery grading, including allowing students an opportunity to re-assess when they have not achieved content mastery.  The entire policy can be found on the APS website under “Board Policy Manual.” 

Course Description:  The Environmental Science curriculum is designed to extend student investigations that began in grades K-8. This curriculum is extensively performance, lab and field based. It integrates the study of many components of our environment, including the human impact on our planet. Instruction should focus on student data collection and analysis. Some concepts are global; in those cases, interpretation of global data sets from scientific sources is strongly recommended. It would be appropriate to utilize resources on the Internet for global data sets and interactive models. Chemistry, physics, mathematical, and technological concepts should be integrated throughout the course. Whenever possible, careers related to environmental science will be emphasized.
Grading Policy and Procedures:

Formative Assessment: 45%

This category includes classwork, homework, quizzes, mini-projects, mini-labs, etc. (this maybe in the form of an open notebook quiz weekly).
Summative Assessment: 45%

This category includes major projects, formal lab write-ups, test, and mid-term.

Final Exam: 10%
